1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllr R Gittins was present.  

2 Public participation – Mr Lutner brought some historical maps for the attention of the Councillors to confirm the extent of the playing fields area.  He confirmed that there is no public access to the pool and no right of way.  A single footpath runs to the side. The Chair thanked Mr Lutner for attending.  
The other resident raised the matter of a stretch of land (verge) opposite his property requires tidying – requested permission to tidy it.  No objections were raised.  It is SC responsibility but it is not being maintained.  The Clerk confirmed that a request has been made for the speed camera van to be located at the bottom end of the village.  The location will be surveyed for appropriateness.  The matter has also been raised with Highways and the local police.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that this will be taken forward to the A529 review.  

3 To receive apologies/note absences

Cllr Balchin sent apologies which were duly accepted by the Council. Cllr Trow also sent apologies.

Cllr Harper declared an interest in the item regarding confirmation of local connection.

5 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 4th July 2017
Councillors declared that they had received and read the Minutes. They were agreed to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, proposed by Cllr Heeley, seconded by Cllr Vaughan all agreed, duly signed. Resolved. 

6 Matters arising: To formally ratify decisions taken at the July Meeting.
Cllr  Vaughan proposed that all decisions be ratified, seconded by Cllr Surridge, all agreed. Resolved.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported from a meeting about proposed improvements to the A529 which has been identified as the second most unsaferoad in the UK: Shropshire Council has received a lump sum of money from the government £4m to improve A529.  A report has been put together to go to central government in order to access the money.  They are looking to improve the curved deliniation of the road, vertical alignment, signage and traffic calming measures.  Members of the Council did intend to attend the meeting but emails were not replied to.  Local issues were discussed to improve safety, particularly the Sweet Apple Tree junction.  Further meetings are anticipated.  Cllr Sutherland pointed out that the junctions are all ‘give way’ rather than ‘stop’.  Cllr Sutherland was given authority to draw together a list of suggested improvements for the road, highlighting the known issues in the Hinstock area which need addressing within this scheme of works.
Cllr Gittins reported that he has been contacted by an owner of the Four Crosses site in relation to planning.  Wants to apply for 4+ houses.  It is likely that the applicant may attend a meeting to discuss the matter.  
Peter Nutting (Leader of Shrosphire Council) has stated that he is willing to attend local meetings to meet Councillors. Cllr Harper requested that he attends.  
Cllr Surridge queried whether Cllr Gittins would be attending the Midwife Led Unit Review.

Road safety submission in connection with Shropshire Council’s review of the A529 and request a 40mph from Market Drayton to Hinstock, particularly in light of road straightening measures proposed.  As previously agreed, Cllr Sutherland to compile list of suggestions and hot spots for next review meeting.  
Fence needs repairing from Church Street turning into Marsh Lane about 200 yrds in –Clerk to report to Highways.
