1 Chair’s welcome & announcements

The Chair welcomed everyone to the November meeting opening at 7:15pm.  Two members of the public was present and Unitary Cllr R Gittins.  All Councillors were present. 

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Trying to get a bus service into Hinstock hasn’t been a service for 10 years.  Gave an overview of local services. Petition with over 300 names.  The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council did take up this matter about 3 years ago to have a local service redeployed through the village using the Child’s Ercall service. North Salop wheelers come into the village on a daily basis.  Childs Ercall put an initiative together to have the school buses used during the day for village use.  Cllr Gittins has raised this with the Leader. No statutory requirement to provide a service but Cllr Gittins is trying to progress this.  Cllr Gittins recommended gathering as much data as possible.  Funding is being more and more directed to the community bus services.  Going to write articles to raise awareness.  Clerk to research service via Salop Wheelers.  Thanked for attending.  To put on agenda in 2018 to check progress.  John Booth, Hinstock Tennis Club, introduced himself and gave an overview of the activities of the club.  He confirmed that the basketball hoops taken down about 2 years ago.  Hoping to install them in metal shoes of five aside pitch however they have been vandalised and the plans for the drainage and electrical wiring under the pitch have not been forthcoming.

Helicopter Liaison Group: Cllr Trow attended the meeting.  Only one complaint in the last 6 months. New helicopters are quieter. Taking on more work so flights may increase – more employment at Shawbury. Will be hosting an open day in due course.

Cllr Sutherland gave update on repairs.  Substantially complete but small amount still left to do. New swing seats installed. All urgent matters attended to.  Clerk provided template of type of sign which should be displayed. To obtain quotes.  Fencing now repaired. Head and finger entrapment issued fixed. Slide to be done.  Clerk to provide sample of bark and gave quote obtained for another rpc. To source other quotes.  Electiricty cabinet has been reviewed. One meter cabinet and the other is not unsafe but does require attention. £829 for metal £887.50 for plastic. RGS could provide shelter to drop over the two - £325 for the shelter.  Steel with lockable door – concrete pad – no electrician needed.  Councillors discussed the alternative options to make these safe.  Cllr Sutherland stressed the necessity of undertaking these repairs asap.  Heavy duty enclosures start at £750.  Memorial hall committee has not met. Need to approve repairs.  Enclosure option. Written quote to be circulated.  £500 to include VAT.  Cllr Sutherland proposed seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed to max budget of £500.

Clerk presented budget forecasts and requested info for any inclusions for next year’s spend.

grant funding.  £1000 to be included in the budget for drain repairs.  Cllr Gittins suggested Veolia trust fund.  Cllr Trow to obtain quotes.  Playground maintenance to be included into the budget: £500
