Chair’s welcome & announcements /Public participation – to receive representations (No decisions to be taken)
Twelve members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllr R Gittins attended the Meeting.  Cllr K Sutherland opened the Meeting at 7:16pm.  Cllr K Sutherland gave an overview of Standing Orders relating to the public session.  
Planning consultant attended the Meeting to inform the Council Members about a small caravan site on the Yelves. Wants to increase from 5 to 11.  No application has been submitted as yet.  Site maps were circulated amongst the Members.  Pre-application has been submitted to Shropshire Council.  Site to have its own drainage system to be installed.  Access to be slightly widened.  Operational for 11 months of the year.  Letter sent out to local residents, awaiting responses.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council is only a consultee in the process, Shropshire Council is the determining Planning Authority.  A member of the public raised flooding issues since the 2 current caravans have been on site. There will be 11 in total.  The resident has asked for 30mph along this road which she feels is unsuitable for this type of traffic.  The resident suggested that the noise will affect the local residential amenity.  The Chairman confirmed that residents’ views would be listened to when determining views.  
A question was put to Cllr Gittins by a resident regarding the responses to the Local Plan Review which he confirmed are now available to view online (pages 10 and 11 of the Market Drayton area). Next round of consultation to take place in March 2020, this has been pushed back from the Autumn.  Each question has been summarised with the responses received.  Final draft version will be put out for consultation in March 2020.  
Another resident queried the local plan review consultation – he queried that Shropshire Council considered 16 sites were looked at by Shropshire Council.  One site was put forward to the Parish Council for consideration – the other sites.  Asked for the pc to review the record of the minutes which stated that the pc hadn’t commented .  Queried the validity of the minutes.  Thanked public for their input.  Closed the public session.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish approved the minutes.  Three members of the public remained.

Councillors agreed that they had received and read the minutes, Cllr Ashley proposed, Cllr Sutherland seconded all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

No matters were raised.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins raised the application for CiL local funds to upgrade the crossing outside the School as it cannot be assumed that this will be fulfilled under the A529 upgrade. Cllr Gittins and Cllr Sutherland met with various Shropshire Council Officers and the Portfolio Holder. A review has been agreed.  Out of £2m of Expression of Interests – over £1m were approved, mostly road safety schemes.  WSP carried out a survey. They reported that in their view the crossing is adequate.  This is not a ‘KSI’ (killed or seriously injured) concern.  Cllr Gittins and Cllr Sutherlands raised near misses.  The School kept data a number of years ago and the police were kept informed of issues with the crossing. The PC is keen to keep the residents safe not have an accident before measures are taken.  Head of Highways is not keen to fund the crossing issue under the A529 scheme.  Response expected within a fortnight.  Councillors discussed planned improvements for Hinstock under A529.  Chairman alerted councillors that an Extraordinary Meeting may be required in order to discuss this.  Shropshire Council’s own officer has previously given an alternative view to WSPs on the upgrade requirement.  Members to ask school for historic data, accident data, current data.  Cllr Sutherland pointed out £500k has been raised in CiL Local money from development in Hinstock and no infrastructure has been improved. Cllr Gittins reported that he will be meeeting with Owen Paterson on Friday to discuss A41 road safety.

NSAC/SALC; presentation given by West Midland Ambulance – several parishes are now providing more than one defibrillator.  Training is available if required.  Cllr Trow to look after monitoring the defibrillator and check for battery life, pads etc. West Midlands Combined Authority wishes to build c£15-20k houses in Tong. Shropshire Council are against it.

Village Initiative: Scarecrow trail went very well.  Councillors reported from the event very positively.

Helicopter Liaison Group: next meeting in October – venue has returned to Shawbury

Cllr Sutherland presented the completed questionnaire. The quote for printing 550 copies is £73.15.  
Councillors briefly discussed Neighbourhood Fund spend with Cllr Sutherland reporting that NF can be used if use of an existing building is being altered – you cannot use NF just to repair and existing building for the same use.  Councillors approved the questionnaire.  Councillors discussed how to distribute and collect.  It could be placed in boxes in the Church, shop and pub.  Councillors discussed how to allocate areas in order to deliver the questionnaires by hand.   
Cllr P Trow proposed, seconded by Cllr Holland, to approve the questionnaire and printing costs, all agreed. Councillors discussed delivery options.  Agreed to hand deliver.  Resolved.

Cllr Sutherland met a rep from FIT regarding the lease.  Very impressed with the football pitch.  Any equipment can be added but FIT need to be informed.  Discussed dog fouling mitigation issues.  Discuss with Shropshire playing fields assoc about getting a football team in place.  Cllr Sutherland reported a positive conversation.  He is hopeful that the lease can now be progressed.

The Clerk has instructed Eon to review lights around recreation field. A Councillor to meet the engineer on site. To check system in hall.  Cllr Sutherland reported flooding issue in the hall which he had discovered when attending the playground for repairs.  Guttering was broken which he and handyman mended.  Councillors raised concerns about some maintenance issues which are outstanding. Need to determine how lights are controlled from inside the hall.  Councillors agreed to discuss with the Hall Committee in the first instance.
Finger post has been vandalised again. To relocate the finger post onto the lamppost base, as proposed by  Cllr Sutherland, seconded Cllr Holland, all agreed.  Resolved.
Football goals need painting – to appoint handyman to do.  Proposed by Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed.  Resolved.
