Chairman’s welcome & announcements 
The Vice Chairman chaired the Meeting in the absence of Cllr Harper.  2 members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr R Gittins was in attendance. Cllr Heeley declared the Meeting open at 7:18pm.

Public participation – to receive representations (No decisions to be taken)
A member of the public informed Councillors that a hedge is obscuring signage at the bottom end of the village.  Shropchire Wildlife Trust has responded to a request to cut the hedge.  The speed camera van has not visited this end of the village for 2 months.  The white lines, which have been recently repainted do not go around the corner, they stop opposite Meadow View.  The Clerk confirmed that the consultation on the improvements to the A529 has not as yet commenced. It is hoped that the upgraded School crossing works will be completed as part of the improvements scheme.

A resident reported from the Hall Management Committee Meeting.  Still waiting for a quote for the replacement tables. To take this matter forward to December’s meeting.  The resident also informed Councillors that the Chancellor announced in the budget that the government will provide funding for grants equivalent to the VAT chargeable on refurbishment projects for village halls which are being refurbished to commemorate the WW1 centenary that they were initially built to commemorate. Councillors thanked the resident for this information which may prove useful in plans to refurbish the snooker room and certain upgrading projects for the Hall itself.

Memorial Hall: Planning welcome event for new residents in the spring.  Councillors discussed the need for a finger post sign for the Hall car park to direct the public to the recreation facilities. Councillors agreed that this would be an extremely useful addition. Wall in car park has been damaged. Hall Committee to check insurance cover.  The Hall is to organise testing for legionnaires disease -  certificates can now be issued post testing to confirm the facilities are clear.
 Village Initiative: Recent litter pick reported a success with lots of new residents attending.  
Youth Matters: Cllr Hutchinson reported that a decision is awaited from Awards for all for the grant funding application submitted to assist with the proposed youth club. Next School meeting is on 12th November. Councillors agreed to ask Cllr Harper to attend. 
Neighbourhood Watch: No current scheme in place. Some serious incidents have occurred locally which are of great concern. Councillors to look into restarting a scheme.
