Chairman’s update on The Falcon & Jubilee Room

Jubilee Room: The Chairman confirmed that due to the pandemic the staff at J Cornes & Assoc have been furloughed however he had managed to speak to one of the Directors about the asbestos survey and remedial works required on the Jubliee Room.  A decision is required as to where to move the snooker table to whilst works were ongoing. Councillors suggested the Memorial Hall Committee be contacted.  Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Holland, proposed that the Parish Council funds the removal of the table, all agreed. Resolved.  The bat survey has been delayed due to the pandemic. 

The Falcon: Cllr Sutherland gave a brief update. The Pub is currently closed due to the pandemic.  The owner does not wish to sell the pub but has made an offer at a reduced rent for a community group to take it over.  The Parish Council could in theory purchase the pub, if it was for sale, but the Councillors may not agree to this. The Chairman expressed the view that the initiative to keep the pub open should be a community led project.
