Chair’s welcome & announcements 
The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:18pm welcoming everyone to the June Meeting of the Parish Council.  Cllr R Gittins was in attendance.

Public participation 
13 members of the public attended the Meeting.  A resident had submitted a question for the Council members via email concerning future plans for the spending of CiL monies.  He gave some estimated figures of amounts he envisages will be paid to Hinstock Parish as Neighbourhood Fund, generated from the new developments.  Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council’s Planning Department have confirmed that the provision of a bowling green should be delivered as per the proposed plans.  The Place Plans are updated annually and need/project priorities are identified.  The allocation of CiL funding is under review at Shropshire Council. CiL Local application determinations have been put on hold during this process, now ongoing for a year.  Frustration was expressed by residents at the apparent lack of progress and timescales.  

A resident requested that the jetters/road sweepers are asked to attend to clean out the gulleys.  

An overview of the year’s activities by the Village Initiative Group was given including details of very successful local litterpicks.  The flower beds have been planted up and around 5000 bulbs have been planted.  The verges destroyed by the development builders require attention and the flower bed needs to be re-instated.  Councillors thanked the Group for their work which is greatly appreciated.  An application for a grant was submitted for consideration at a future meeting.

The land has been released in stages.  It was left on the plan from 1985/6.  The pavilion was put in for the same reason.  The place plans will be kept under review.

Proposal:  Application under Section 73A of the Town & Country Planning Act for the retention of existing stables, garage and manege; erection of additional storage building and field shelter; modification and extension to stable building; horse exercise pen; formation of cladding and re-roofing and the formation of a riding manege
Cllr Holland left the room.  Councillors agreed to support the application with the stipulation that it is for private use only and that any lighting would not impact on the residential amenity of neighbouring properties.
