1 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone present to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:03 pm.  Three members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr Gittins was present.  Apologies were received from Cllr Holland and Cllr Vaughan. A representative of the PCC attended the Meeting to give an overview of St Oswald’s financial situation.  Support is needed to keep the Church open; the Diocese can not assist.  The building is in need of repair, an estimate of cost is in the region of £25k.  The PCC is aiming to launch an emergency appeal.  Some grant funding has been applied for. The Church needs c£20k to operate.  The PCC is planning to ask local residents for their views/expectations of what they want the Church to provide eg services, festivals and so forth.  The PCC asked the PCC for its support, taking into account the restrictions in terms of powers of expenditure/financial support that the Parish Council is bound by.    The Council Members suggested that the PCC considers holding a public meeting which have been well attended in the past.  The Parish Council Members confirmed that the Parish Council can lend its support to the campaign and can advertise material on its website (meeting dates etc).  
A second resident raised matters concerning street signage for Highfields Way, pedestrian access to the village from the development, 2 empty properties,goal posts in need of repainting and nets for the goals. The Chairman and Unitary Councillor confirmed that the first two items are with Shropshire Council to resolve (the footway is to be paid for out of CiL Local funds and has been included into the Place Plan).  The pedestrian access is in hand but will take a few months for the Highways Dept to deliver the project.  The signs have been requested.  The developers went into administration so cannot be pressured into completing outstanding works.  The empty properties will require investigation (designated as affordables).  The road is currently unadopted.  A management company is as yet unresolved.  The Members recommended that the residents take legal advice.   The Chairman confirmed that the goals had been on the Parish Council’s plan for this year but had been delayed due to the pandemic  This can be progressed however nets are not considered to be safe to be left in place.  They could perhaps be stored and installed for use as and when required.  The Chairman suggested that Hinstock might like a football team. The resident offered to look into this, and will consider putting something into the Herald.
The members of the public were thanked for attending and were asked to keep the Council informed.

No declarations were received. Dispensations issued to Cllr Vaughan due to technical difficulties.  
3 Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on  7th October 2020
The Minutes of the last Meeting were shared online.  Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. Cllr Sutherland proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s reports



Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council’s tree scheme had got off to a good start with only 3k trees left as of today out of an extra 20k ordered.  He asked if Hinstock PC is content with the level of support offered locally by SC during the pandemic.  Councillors confirmed that local responses appear to indicate that residents have received support as and when needed during the pandemic.  A mobile COVID testing unit will be visiting Market Drayton.  Cllr Gittins assured Councillors that he is still pursuing outstanding Highways matters which are frustrating, bureaucratic and lengthy.

Parish Councillors’ reports 

Cllr Sutherland reported he had attended the remote NSAC Meeting which had presentations from Cllr Davenport, Highways Portfolio Holder, and John Bellis (Land drainage officer).  New in house Highways teams should speed up smaller matters requiring attention.  Local flooding issues were discussed by Councillors.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;

Cllr Sutherland reported that he has recently inspected the area and no significant work is needed. Some bearings need to be changed on the big swings and the goal posts need repainting.  Cllr Sutherland proposed the works, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.

Parking near tennis courts concern: A new sign has been installed and the Tennis Club has been very helpful trying to resolve this issue.  No further reports of vehicles using the footpath to park near the courts have been received.  

A report of a ‘film’ on surface water near the Pool had been received. This has been tested and was found to be caused by decaying vegetation. The resident conveyed thanks to the Parish Council for swift action resolving the matter.

Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention; Update on upgrade progress
The Clerk reported that a map of the recreation field lights has been sent to Eon in order to add this lighting into the upgrade.  A new quote to include this is awaited, otherwise the works can go ahead.  

A light out was reported at the Chestnuts.  Clerk to investigate whether it is a PC light or Shropshire Council’s.  To report for repair.

Cllr Sutherland reported that he is still waiting to hear from FIT. They have everything needed to proceed.  

The land adjacent to the cemetery is ready to be transferred. The name of the PC Solicitor has to be re-confirmed.

It was noted that the Hall requires new lavatory facilities.  Funding for this will be investigated.
