Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:20pm wishing everyone a happy New Year and welcoming them to the January Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council.  Four members of the public attended the Meeting.  
2/19
Public participation – to receive representations (No decisions to be taken)
A resident reported issues with the lighting around the perimeter of the recreation field.  Councillors notified the resident that the system probably requires resetting from within the Hall. However, it might be beneficial to have the system checked by an electrician.  To take forward. 
A resident reported a street light out requiring attention on School Bank and suggested the PC holds an event for new residents. The PC members responded to say that they have previously agreed to hold an event in the spring.  

(Cllr R Vaughan left the room for the following item) A representation was given by Mr D Parker, D Parker Planning Associates, representing the Vaughan family, to make the Parish Council aware that a plot of land to the east of Hinstock School has been put forward to Shropshire Council to be included in the revised Local Plan (taking planning development to 2036).  Councillors confirmed that Cllr Sutherland was attending a presentation event in Market Drayton this evening to review the proposed site allocations for the Market Drayton Place Plan area, which incorporates Hinstock as a Community Hub.  The site was being put forward for 35 homes but it had the potential for 64 in the future.  Councillors thanked Mr Parker for attending the Meeting.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. Cllr Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

As this site is classed as open countryside permission could only be granted for 100% affordable housing not open market dwellings. Councillors suggested developing within the footprint of the former building as an option.  Cllr Gittins said he would be attending the scheduled meeting on the A529 improvements.

a) To acknowledge correspondence received & circulated by the Clerk via email to include: SALC updates; Buckingham Palace Garden Party; Local Plan Review Preferred Sites Consultation; Bring Banks consultation; NSAC meeting 18/03/19; Shropshire Outdoors Partnership newsletter: (Cllr Vaughan left the Meeting.) Councillors discussed the Local Plan Review. It was acknowledged that, as a ‘community hub’, Hinstock would be given a housing allocation by Shropshire Council in the Local Plan review which will run until 2036.  Following lengthy discussions the Councillors voted, proposed by Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Harper, to agree to a single development comprising 35 houses and a total of 49 to include infill, conversions and windfall.  Councillors agreed unanimously that the expansion of the school must be considered and that upgrading of infrastructure, roads and footways must be a priority.  Any development must be carefully managed and be in keeping.  Councillors agreed to hold a short planning committee meeting to complete the Local Plan consultation questionnaire (which is available online until 31st January for the public). No further decisions will be taken at the committee meeting about housing allocations for Hinstock.
