Welcome & Public Session

The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming everyone to the October Meeting.  There were 3 members of the public present. The Clerk reported that Mrs Carter from the Yelves has requested an extension of the 30mph limit for residents’ safety.  Cllr Lutner suggested requesting extending the speed limit area, to include Church Street down Marsh Lane past St Oswald’s View. Councillors discussed that the speed limit extension along the Ellerton Road past the Links onto the Yelves may be eligible as there is street lighting in place however, the road is narrow without footway.  Cllr Lutner requested that the Community enablement officer be informed that the PC has a project in mind for the CiL money contributions.  Must ensure that the Place Plans are up to date.  
Residents reported concerns about speeding issues in Mill Green which started from around May 2011.  Wrote to PC and SC regarding specific concerns about Mill Green. A Highways survey highlighted 20% increase in traffic since the 2011 survey was carried out, with an average speed of 45mph.  Informed that to have a 30mph village standards would be required ie 20 residents.  In excess of 1000 car movements recorded per day.  Cabinet measures changed in 2012. Core samples have recently been taken with a view to inclusion on the 3 year surfacing programme, subject to available funding.  Residents have come forward to request traffic calming measures and speed reduction.  16/17 properties in Mill Green.  Used as a high speed rat run during the peak times.  Speed limits in place in Lockley Wood and monitoring happening in the village.  Advisory 40mph in place in Mill Green which is not adhered to.  Cllr Lutner thanked residents for raising the matter and confirmed that the Councillors would discuss it during the meeting.  Ripple strips, line markings could be considered as calming measures.  
Demolition notice has been seen on the Four Crosses pub.  Clerk asked to investigate.

Present as noted above.  Apologies were received from Cllr Balchin.

Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests
Cllr Lutner declared an interest in item 11 Planning i).  Cllr Philips to Chair in his absence.

5 Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th September 2016
Cllr Philips proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed. The Minutes were duly signed by the Chair. 

6 Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda): Cllr Lutner confirmed that the Planning Dept has sent word that the proposed bowling green will be returned to original planned position at the bearcroft grange site, new consultation to follow.  Cllr Trow has started cleaning out the A41 bus shelter – lots of leaf debris, 3 bags taken away – broken glass etc to be removed at the weekend.  Padlock for recreation field gate to be given by Cllr Harper to Cllr Lutner for installation – metal post reported as requiring attention. 
7 Reports: Unitary Councillor/Community Policing
No recent bulletin.  Cllr Davies not present. 
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8 Highways/Environmental Health

Opportunity to raise any issues/concerns about road conditions and/or safety:
Cllr Lutner brought forward the discussion held in the public session regarding speeding through Mill Green.  Councillors expressed concerns over volume and speed of traffic.  Require new traffic survey – last one 2011.  Request for 30mph limit to be implemented in Mill Green and other areas mentioned in public session.  Traffic calming measures to be considered in association.  Clerk to request site visit with highways engineer.  Add to road safety concerns submission.  
· Report matters affecting environmental health – Cllr Sutherland reported high level of MacDonalds waste found locally. Would like to write to MacDonalds to suggest writing registration plate numbers on takeaway packaging.  To circulate to councillors prior to sending.  
· Grounds maintenance issues – dog fouling continues to be issue on recreation ground.  Need people to find out who is responsible so that they can be reported to the dog warden.  Padlocking the gates again will hopefully remove dogs from the area.  Cllr Harper proposed purchasing extra signage, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed.  Cllr Lutner to investigate.
9 Jubilee Room –  Progress report from Cllr Trow: has written to SC asking for dispensation of council tax. Still hasn’t had a hand over of documentation relating to the quotes.  Clerk to request documents.  Schedule of works needed has been drawn up by Keith Newby.  No more monies will be forthcoming from Bearcroft Grange development.  


10 Street Lights/Maintenance and/or Repairs

Opposite cemetery in manor drive; Church Street by old Oddfellows Hall. Light number 3 on Old Chester Road is out. Clerk to report.   
- Playground/Recreation field – inspection checklists/Repairs required: basket ball hoops now under pavilion.  Lights on south side of paying fields are reported as out.  Tennis club light by Bearcroft Pool is day burning.  GE Electricals has been asked to look at the light.  Cllr Lutner has undertaken playground check.  Steel gate on football five aside has been taken off as it has been damaged.  Cllr Harper to look at.  Goal posts flimsy – Cllr Lutner recommended fitting posts to fencing.

Cllrs also queried the size of the property which it is understood should comply with the affordable home guidelines of not in excess of 100 sqm.  It is not clear from the plans what size this home will be ¾ bedrooms?  All agreed to object.
