Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting Held on 5th January 2022

at the Memorial Hall, Hinstock

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:19pm welcoming everyone present.  One member of the public attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Farley & Vaughan.
The resident queried what would be happening regarding some extra street lighting provision on the Chester Road South.  The Chairman confirmed that a site visit was held with Highways however the A529 upgrade through the village had been discussed in the main.  It is hoped that designs will be available later in the month.  It was pointed out that the new VAS is not working – A further training session is required with the supplier; The tree that fell down is still on the side of the road and requires removal; The road sweeper is required for School Bank; The traveller site on Pixley Lane is still unoccupied however it has been noted that some work has been undertaken in recent months. A visit from the road sweeper was requested for the footway along School Bank.

Unitary Councillor’s reports


Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has produced a balanced budget for 2022-23.  85% of its total budget (c£660m) is spent 3% of Shropshire’s population for adult/child social care.  Shropshire has a population of c 325,000 people. The remaining 15% of the budget has to cover all other departments such as Highways etc.  Shropshire Council asked Government for a 3 year package however was granted funds for just one of £10m.  Shropshire Council has to deliver a balanced budget. The ability to balance a budget for 2024-25 is in question. All reserves have now been spent.  Care costs of £18-20k per person per week are not uncommon.

The Clerk reported that a date has still not been given for the replacement bollards at the A41 junctions.  Action: Clerk to follow up.

A41: to enable Cllrs to discuss safety concerns and possible remedies

Cllr Gittins reported that he is keen to restart the A41 Safety Campaign.  A log of incidents is needed.  The Clerk informed Councillors that if junction warning VAS are required/approved for the Hatton Road/Mill Green crossroads they would need to be Parish Council funded.  Cllr Sutherland stated that he believes that the Parish Council should write to Shropshire Council and the Police Crime Commissioner to request a reduced speed limit as the number of fatalities is increasing.  Cllr Woods proposed that Cllr Sutherland writes as suggested, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved. Action: Cllr Sutherland to draft a letter for circulation.

Notice has been served on the licence holder in preparation of the transfer.  Councillors noted the request from the Solicitor for £800 to be held on account for fees. An overall fee for legal costs was agreed with Fields in Trust two years ago for £1500.

Budget and precept requirement consideration for 2022-23
Councillors considered the budget presented by the Clerk and the operational spend forecast for 2022-23.
